If unable to vote in person, a registered voter may request an application for a ballot by calling, 

writing or emailing the Clerk's Office.  

 

People with disabilities and the elderly wishing to vote In Person, may do so in the Clerk's office 

Thursday, February 4, 2016 (if available) through Monday, March 14, 2016. 

 

The new Illinois Election Law [l0 ILCS 5/19A-15(b)] allows for Early voting. Early voting will 

begin February 29, 2016, and will end March 14, 2016 and will be conducted in the County 

Clerk's office. 

 

The office of the Ford County Clerk is open Monday through Friday from 8:30 A.M. 

until 4:30 P.M.  In addition to regular office hours, the County Clerk's office will be open  

for Voting from 8:30 A.M. to 12:00 Noon on Saturday, March 12, 2016.
